All water shall be metered with meters furnished and installed by the City. The meter and/or
connection is for the sole use of the Contractor and is to serve water to only one (1) dwelling and/or one
(1) business. Extensions of pipe or pipes to transfer water from one property to another, to share, resell,
or sub-meter water to any other person, dwellings, business, and/or property, etc., is prohibited.

The Contractor shall install at his own expense a service line from the water meter to the point of
use, including any customer service isolation valves and other equipment which may be specified by the
City. The use of pipes or pipe fittings that contain more than 8.0% lead or solders and flux that contain
more than 0.2% lead is prohibited for any plumbing installation or repair of any residential or non-
residential facility providing water for human consumption to the City.



The Contractor shall grant to the City, now or in the future, any easements of right-of-way for the
purpose of installing, maintaining, and operating such pipelines, meters, valves, and any other such
equipment which may be deemed necessary by the City to extend or improve service for existing or future
Residents, on such forms as required by the City.

The City shall the right to locate a water service meter and the pipe necessary to connect the
meter on the Resident's property at a point to be chosen by the City Water Superintendent, and shall
have access to its property and equipment located upon Customer's premises at all reasonable times for
any purpose connected with or in the furtherance of its business operation, and upon discontinuance of
Service the City shall have the right to remove any of its equipment from the Resident's property.

The City's authorized employees shall have access to the Resident's property or premises at all
reasonable times for the purpose of inspection for possible violations of the City's policies or Texas
Department of Health Rules and Regulations. The City strictly prohibits the connection of service
pipelines from its water service meter to any private well or other unknown water supply.

By execution of the Service Application and agreement, Applicant agrees that noncompliance
with the terms of this Agreement by said Applicant shall constitute denial of discontinuance of service until
such time as the violation is corrected to the satisfaction of the City.

ORDINANCE 4-1

An Ordinance establishing the rules and regulations for the construction, alteration, repair, moving of buildings
and providing for the following: a Building Official; a Building Inspector; adoption of the International
Building Code, International One and Two Family Dwelling Code, and the National Electrical Code;
application and issuance of building, remodeling, alteration, moving, razing and septic/sewer system permits;
permit fees and time limitations; bond requirement; penalties for violations; homeowner exemptions, stop work
orders and a savings provision. This Ordinance supersedes existing Building Code Ordinance 4-1 dated June
13th, 2002 and amendments 4-1A through 4-1G thereto.

Now, therefore, be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Morgan's Point Resort, Texas, that:

PART I - GENERAL
SECTION I - GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

Construction Permit Requirements: It shall be unlawful for any person to start construction on a new
building; remodel or alter existing building; place a storage building upon a home-site; install a mobile
home; install a septic or sewer system; install a swimming pool; install a fence; perform any electrical,
plumbing or mechanical work on any structure; or demolish any structure, without first obtaining a permit
for such work.

City Building Official: The City Building Official will be the City Manager. The City Building Official
shall perform all the duties necessary for the processing of permit applications. The City Building Official
has the duty to receive, review, approve, modify or reject all applications for the issuance by the City of
building permits. No building permit shall be issued without the written approval of the Building Official.
The Building Official shall have the authority to grant variances on setback lines and, side and rear lot
lines. The City Building Official may also perform the duties of City Building Inspector.

City Building Inspector: The City Building Inspector shall inspect all phases of construction as outlined
in the building, electrical, plumbing and mechanical codes to insure compliance with the applicable rules
and regulations as set forth by this ordinance. The City Building Inspector shall have the authority to waive
minor construction deviations or minor deviations inside of plumbing, electrical or mechanical work if
such work is deemed to be safe, durable and within the intent of the applicable code or ordinance.

Off-street Parking: For each building site in residential areas there shall be a minimum of two (2) off-
street parking spaces on an improved surface, inclusive of the garage, to allow for stacking and
maneuvering. The concrete apron from the roadway to the property line required by this ordinance may be
used to satisfy some or all of this requirement.




E. Fencing In Residential Areas. General:

1. A fence or wall may be installed on the rear property line, inclusive of easement providing
unencumbered accesses provided to utility personnel and equipment. If such easement exists, the fence
shall not be placed in the easement. A fence may be placed on the side property line to the rear of the
front setback line, or at the front face of the main dwelling, whichever is farthest from the front property
line. Such fence or wall shall not exceed Six and One-half feet (6 2") in height.

2. Where a comer lot is platted with two front yards and a house is constructed facing one of the front
yards, the second front yard shall be deemed to be a side yard which may be fenced in the same manner
as any other side yard adjacent to a side street. The fence shall not extend beyond the front of the house
or the front setback line, whichever is farthest from the front property line.

3. Where a building site contains more than one lot, any fence placed on the side property line of any
such lot shall not extend beyond the front of the house, except for the side property line next to the lot on
which the main dwelling is located, in which case the fence shall not extend beyond the front face of the
dwelling or the front setback line, whichever is farthest from the front property line.

SECTION II - CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY

No structure designed for human occupancy, for which a building permit has been issued, will be considered
complete and habitable until the City Building Official or the Building Inspector has issued a Certificate of
Occupancy for that structure. A Certificate of Occupancy may not be issued until all provisions of this
ordinance have been met and all required inspections have been satisfactorily approved.

4. A survey reflecting the approximate location of the septic system in relation to the proposed
structure and the property lines.

SECTION II - PERMITS

A. Certification of Compliance with Building Code Ordinance: The property owner and his representative

must sign a statement to the effect that all the requirements of this ordinance will be complied with during
the construction period. The statement will be as follows:

. Application for Permit: All applications for permits must be personally signed by the owner of the
property where the work is to be performed, or by someone authorized by the property owner to make such
application for said owner. If the property owner cannot personally make the application then said owner's
authorized representative must sign the compliance statement as set forth in subsection "A" of this section
and said statement will be filed with the City Building Official prior to the approval of any building permit.

. Approval of Plans and Specifications Prior to the Issuance of a Building Permit: All plans and
specifications must be approved by the City Building Official prior to the issuance of any permit required
by the building code ordinance. In addition, the Bell County Fire Marshal must review and approve all
commercial construction permits in the interest of fire safety and seating capacity.

. Inspections Required: The Building Inspector shall make the required inspections on all construction to
insure that the provisions of this ordinance and the applicable codes are complied with, and that such work
is proceeding safely

. Stop Work Orders: The Building Official and/or the Building Inspector shall be authorized to place a Stop
Work Order on any work being done which is found, in his opinion, to be in violation or in non-compliance
with this ordinance or any applicable code as set forth herein. Whenever any work is found to be in
violation of a provision of the building, electrical, plumbing or mechanical codes and, in his opinion, the

continuation of said work would be contrary to public welfare, he may require that all further work be
suspended until such violation has been remedied.

F. Expiration of Permits: All permits shall expire and considered no longer valid 180 days after issuance

unless construction work thereunder has actually started before the expiration of such period of time. In
addition, construction must be completed within one (1) year from the date of issuance of the building

permit. The Building Official is authorized to waive these provisions if, in his opinion, the situation
warrants such waiver.




SECTION IIT - FEES

A. Required Fees: No permit required by the Building Code shall be issued until the fees prescribed in this
section have been paid; nor shall any amendment to a permit be approved until the additional fees, if any,
have been paid. Fees for building permits will be based on the following schedule:

(Includes a rough-in inspection of the steel, electrical bonding and plumbing and then a final inspection of the
electrical system and security fencing)

RAZE, DEMOLISH AND REMOVAL OF STRUCTURES
AND MANUFACTURED HOUSING

Permit fee $15.00

No permit will be issued until a three hundred ($300) surety bond has been posted with the Building Official.
Said bond is to ensure the proper clean up of the premises subsequent to the removal of the structure.

RE-INSPECTION FEES

A re-inspection fee of $25.00 will be charged for each re-inspection required.

SECTION 1V - REMOVAL OF MATERIALS

As per Ordinance #16-8 AND 16-3, it shall be the duty of the owner or the contractor of any building to ensure
that trash or building materials is kept within the confines of the property upon which the structure is being
built. It shall be unlawful for the owner or contractor to allow trash, brush or building materials to be thrown,
blown or placed upon any street, sidewalk, right-of-way, alley or public place. It shall be the duty of the owner
or contractor to remove all unused building materials, trash, garbage, etc., from the premises upon completion
of the structure.

SECTION V - SCAFFOLDING

It shall be unlawful for any person to erect, or cause to be erected or used, any scaffold in the City, for use in
the erection of stone, brick or other building material, unless the same is well secured and safely supported, and

in sufficient width, so as to insure the safety of persons working thereon, or passing by or under the same,
against the falling thereof, or such materials as may be used, placed or deposited thereon.

SECTION VI - GUARDING HOLES

It shall be unlawful for any persons having charge of any private or public improvements in this City to leave
any hoe, ditch or excavation, in, or adjoining any public place, without guarding, covering or fencing the same,
50 as to prevent persons or animals from danger of falling therein.

SECTION VII - SANITARY FACILITIES

Temporary Sanitation facilities shall be required on all construction sites.

SECTION VIII - SWIMMING POOL FENCING

A. All outdoor swimming pools of a permanent or semi-permanent construction having a depth of more than
fourteen (14) inches, whether constructed above or below the ground, shall be enclosed by a fence installed
in accordance of (Appendix G, section AG 105) of the International One & Two Family Dwelling Code,
2006 Edition. At no time shall the fence be in conflict or violation with existing ordinances setting out
clearances around fire hydrants, clearances from street comers or ordinances touching upon sight
clearances.

B. It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to own, in whole or part, or to be in possession of
any swimming pool, which is not fenced as provided in this section.

SECTION IX - PENALTIES

A. A person who shall violate a provision of the Building Code Ordinance or fails to comply therewith or with
any of the requirements thereof, or who shall erect, construct, alter or repair, or has erected, constructed,
altered or repaired a building or structure, in violation of a detailed statement or plan submitted and
approved thereunder, or of a permit or certificate issued thereunder, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and
punishable by a fine of not more than one thousand dollars ($1,000). Each day or fractional part thereof said
violation exists shall constitute a separate offense.

B. The owner of a building, structure or premises, where anything in violation of the Building Code Ordinance
shall be placed or shall exist, and any architect, builder, contractor, agent, person or corporation employed
in connection therewith and so may have assisted in the commission of such violation shall each be guilty of
a separate offense and upon conviction thereof shall be fined as herein provided.

attached amendments thereto. (Ordinance 2016-05, sec. 2, adopted 4/12/16)

Compliance Required: All design, construction, quality of material, erection, installation, alteration, repair,
location, relocation, replacement, addition to commercial property in the City of Morgan's Point Resort,
Texas and providing for the issuance of permits and the collection of fees therefore; and each of all the
regulations, provisions, conditions and tenus of the International Building Code, 2015 Edition, published by
the International Code Council, on file in the office of the city, are hereby referred to, adopted and made
part hereof as if fully set out in this article. (Ordinance 2016-05, sec. 3, adopted 4/12/16)

PART IV - PLUMBING RESIDENTIAL

Compliance Required: All plumbing work performed within the City limits must be in compliance with
the International One and Two Family Dwelling Code, 2015 Edition, (With attached amendments thereto).
The Building Inspector may authorize minor deviations from the code as long as the work is considered
safe, durable and within the intent of the code. (Ordinance 2016-05, sec. 4, adopted 4/12/16)

Application for Permit: All applications for plumbing permits must be personally made by a licensed
plumbing contractor or a master plumber licensed by the State of Texas. Prior to the issuance of any
plumbing permit the plumbing contractor or licensed plumber must file a surety bond in the sum of two
thousand dollars ($2000) with the Building Official. Said bond to be payable to the City, and conditioned
upon the faithful performance of his duties. The Building Official shall have the authority to allow
homeowners to perform plumbing work within and upon structures owned and occupied by said
homeowner,

Application for Permit: All applications for electrical permits must be personally made by a licensed
electrical contractor or licensed electrician. The City will accept electrical licenses that are current from any
other city provided the appropriate surety bond has been posted with the Building Official. Prior to the
issuance of any electrical permit, the electrical contractor or licensed electrician must file a bond in the sum
of two thousand dollars ($2000) with the Building Official. Said bond to be payable to the City, and
conditioned upon the faithful performance of his duties. The building Official shall have the authority to
allow homeowners to perform electrical work within and upon structures owned and occupied by said
homeowner.

Electrical Permit fees: Electrical permit fees will be calculated in accordance with section 3.02.007 of the
article.

Penalties: The same penalties shall apply as reflected drvyion 3.02.001 of this article for any violations of
the electrical code.

Prior to the issuance of any mechanical permit the mechanical contractor
must file a surety bond in the sum of two thousand dollars ($2000) with the Building Official. Said bond to
be payable to the City and conditioned upon the faithful performance of his duties. The Building Official
shall have the authority to allow homeowners to perform mechanical work within and upon structures
owned and occupied by said homeowner.

Prior to issuance of any gas
plumbing permit the plumbing contractor or master plumber must file a surety bond in the sum of two
thousand dollars ($2000) with the Building Official. Said bond to be payable to the City, and conditioned
upon the faithful performance of his duties. The Building Official shall have the authority to allow
homeowners to perform gas-plumbing work within and upon structures owned and occupied by said
homeowner,

Gas Permit Fees: Gas plumbing permit fees will be calculated in accordance with section 3.02.007 of this
article.

Penalties: The same penalties shall apply as reflected in section 3.02.001 of this article for any violations of

the Gas Code.

Prior to issuance of any gas
plumbing permit the plumbing contractor or master plumber must file a surety bond in the sum of two
thousand dollars ($2000) with the Building Official. Said bond to be payable to the City, and conditioned
upon the faithful performance of his duties.

Gas Permit Fees: Gas plumbing permit fees will be calculated in accordance with section 3.02.007 of this
article.

Penalties: The same penalties shall apply as reflected in section 3.02.001 of this article for any violations of
the Gas Code.

PART VIII - SEWER/SEPTIC SYSTEMS
SECTION I - PERMITS

A. Application for Permit: All applications for permits must be made by the homeowner or the contractor
who will perform the work. Should blasting be required for the installation of said system, a permit must be
issued in compliance with City Ordinance 14-2.

B. Penalties: The same penalties shall apply as set forth in Part II, Section IX, A and B of this Ordinance for
any violations of the sewer/septic system requirements.

SECTION II - REQUIREMENTS

A. The following procedures shall be complied with in obtaining a sewer/septic system permit:

1. All applications for septic permits must be submitted to the Bell County Health District for approval and
will state in writing that the structure, for which the permit is requested, will or will not be connected to
the sewage treatment plant located in this City.

2. If the structure for which the permit is requested is not to be connected to the sewage treatment plant
referred to above, the permit may be issued unless it's issue is prohibited by provisions or restrictions
contained elsewhere in this or other ordinances.

3. If the structure for which the permit is requested will be connected to the sewage treatment plant
referred to above the permit will be withheld until an opinion in writing is obtained by the City Manger
or Building Official from the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality stating that the connection
of the structure for which the permit is requested will not cause an overload of sewage input which
would exceed the capacity of the plant to treat. All fees and other costs, if any, in connection with
obtaining this statement will be paid in advance by the application at the time the application for permit
is presented to the City.

SECTION III - SEPTIC SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS

A. Where the sanitary sewer is not available, septic systems may be installed as provided herein according to
the plans and specifications as outlined below.

B. If the septic system is located within 75 horizontal feet from the 50-year flood level (the 642 elevation line)
of Lake Belton, the applicant must get approval from the Corps of Engineers prior to the installation of the
system.

C. Construction Standards:
1. Construction Standards for On-Site Sewerage Facilities adopted by the Texas Natural Resource
Conservation Commission on May 23", 2001 or most current rules enforced by the- Bell County
Public Health District, and are further adopted by the City of Morgan's Point Resort, Texas, without
change, and made effective within the City by this Ordinance.




D. Application for Permit to Construct On-Site Facility:

The application for sewer/septic permit called for by Article A. of Section I, Part V, shall be known
as Application for Permit to Construct On-Site Sewage Facility (OSSF).

A completed Site Evaluation Form, which has been approved, by a Registered Professional Engineer
or a qualified site evaluator must be submitted with the Application for OSSF Permit.

Application must include a water line locator form as provided by the City of Morgan's Point Resort.
Application for an OSSF Permit must show that the facility and proposed OSSF will meet the
requirements for estimated daily sewage flow, application rate and all applicable set back
requirements.

Each builder, whether general contractor or subcontractor, who applies for this permit must have in
his possession a copy of the publication referred to in C. 1. Above, and each builder shalil confirm in
writing on the application form that he has the publication in his possession.

E. Cesspools and seepage pits will not be used or approved within the City limits of the City of Morgan's
Point Resort.

F. All requests for sewer/septic permits which contemplate installation of alteration of septic systems will be
accompanied by a plot of the building site showing the exact location of the sewer/septic system.

G. Penalties: Penalties shall apply as reflected in Part II, Section IX, A and B of this Ordinance for any
violations of the sewer/septic system requirement.

PART X - GRIEVANCE

Any person or persons, jointly or severally, aggrieved by any decision of the Building Official may
present a written request to the City Council setting forth the grounds of such grievance. Such request
shall be presented to the City Council within ten (10) days after the filing of the decision of the
Building Official and shall be heard by the City Council at the next regularly scheduled meeting after
the expiration of five (5) days from the date said request is filed with the City Council.

PART XI - SEVERABILITY

ORDINANCE 4-1(a)(1)

An ordinance of the City of Morgan’s Point Resort TX. Establishing the rules and
regulations for the construction, placement, alteration, moving, and installation of
accessory buildings. Amending ordinance 4-1 of the City of Morgan’s Point Resort
TX. Retaining in force all provisions of ordinance 4-1 and adopting the rules and
regulations of this amendment. Providing for the following: Definitions, building
site, accessory buildings use and regulations, regulating the size, height and
placement of storage buildings, providing for and amending the penalties for
violations of ordinance 4-1 and 4-1(a)(1).

WHEREAS, it is necessary to regulate accessory buildings within the City of
Morgan’s Point Resort.
WHEREAS, the small lot sizes in the city require certain amounts of open space

between buildings.
WHEREAS, the city council has recognized that accessory buildings are not

currently regulated by ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF MORGAN’S POINT RESORT, TEXAS, THAT:

DEFINITIONS
A. Ac ory Building;

A structure located on the same building site as the main building, the use of which is
incidental to that of the main building.

B. Building Site:

One or more lots upon which one building and a maximum of two accessory buildings,
properly permitted by the City Building Official, are constructed or placed. Once an
accessory building is placed on an adjacent/contiguous lot(s), such lot(s) are thereafier a
part of the original building site and may not be sold separately, except when the
accessory building has been removed from the lot(s) other than the lot containing the
main building,

Section 1
Accessory Building and Use Regulations
A. An accessory building is a building located on the same building site as the main

building, the use of which is incidental to that of the dominant use of the main
building. It may be attached to or detached from the main building and may be
